7:00 pm at the City Office
The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, met as the Equalization Board, March 21, 2018, in the City Office.  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Joshua Kayser at 7:00 pm with the following members present: Alderman Corey Dye, Dave Kayser, Kenny Kayser, Greg Kotas, Eric Roskens, and Ben Schultz. Finance Officer, Kristi Wollmann and Maintenance Supervisor, Dale Mesman were also in attendance.

Roskens made a motion and K. Kayser seconded the motion.  All voted aye and the motion carried to accept the agenda of the Equalization board.
Adam and Ashley Zens presented a property objection for their property at 120 N. 4th St.  They believe their value should be lowered.  The board looked at three comparable properties.  The board agreed that their property value should be lowered to $74,000 total with land value at $2,911 and house value at $71,089.  D. Kayser made a motion and Schultz seconded the motion.  All voted aye and the motion carried.  Roskens abstained from voting.
Martin Schulte presented a property objection for his property valuation of Emery Manor #1.  Martin feels that the age of the property should be considered.  The board discussed and agreed to a lower value of $90,000 total with land value at $4,367 and building value at $85,633.  K. Kayser made a motion, Schultz seconded the motion.  All voted aye and the motion carried.  Roskens abstained from voting.
Martin Schulte also discussed the value of his residential property.  He believes the value should be lower due to age and condition.  The board looked at two similar properties and agreed.  The board agreed to a lower value of $20,000 total with land value at $2,183 and house value at $17,817.  K. Kayser made a motion, Schultz seconded the motion and all voted aye.  Motion carried.
Martin Schulte presented a property objection the property valuation of his rental property.  The board looked at comparable properties and decided to keep the value as is.

Arlen Brandt presented a property objection for his property at 610 2nd Ave.  He explained that his property is considerably higher than properties of the same size and year of build.  The board checked into three comparable properties and decided a lower value is in line.  The board agreed to a lower value of  $91,000 with land value at $8,733 and house value at $82,267.  Schulz made a motion and K. Kayser seconded the motion.  All voted aye and the motion carried.  
A property objection was presented by Pam Nelson for her property at 531 1st Ave.  She compared three different properties and explained that the property is older and still needs many updates.  The board looked at comparable properties and agreed to a lower value of $62,000 total with land value at $7,278 and house value at $54,722.  Schultz made a motion and Kotas seconded the motion.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

A property objection was presented by Andy Erickson for his property at 221 N. 3rd Street.  Andy believes his property value is rated too high.  The board recommended calling the DOE and having an interior inspection of the property since an interior inspection was not done.
A property objection was presented by Patty Miller for her property at 311 N. 5th Street.  The board recommended having the DOE inspect the interior of the property since an interior inspection was not completed.
Eric Roskens presented a property objection for his 4-plex apartment unit.  Eric believes the property value is much higher than he could sell it for so therefore the value should be lower.  The board agreed to a lower value.  Schultz made a motion and Kotas seconded the motion to lower the total value to $90,000 with land value at $5,094 and building value at 84,906.  All voted aye and the motion carried. Roskens abstained from voting.

Eric presented a property objection for his residential property at 520 1st Ave.  Eric noted three comparable values of other properties and explained that his value is much higher.  The council agreed to a lower total value of $102,952 with land value at $2,952 and building value at $100,000.  K. Kayser made a motion and Schultz seconded the motion.  All voted aye and the motion carried.  Roskens abstained from voting.
Chad and Angel Eddy presented a property objection for their property at 301 N. 7th Street.  They believe the value of their property is listed too high when you consider the age of the property and other comparable properties.  The board agreed to a lower value of $131, 075 with land value at $12,343 and building value at $112,617.  K. Kayser made a motion, D. Kayser seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried.
Being that there was no further business, a motion was made by Dye to adjourn.  Kotas seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to adjourn as the board of equalization at 8:00 pm.
The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, reconvened in regular session on March 21, 2018, in the city office.  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Joshua Kayser with all members present. 


Kotas made a motion to approve the agenda, D. Kayser seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried.

The only item on the agenda was Christmas decorations.  Roskens explained that the Economic Development group was wondering if the city would cover the cost of new Christmas decorations since the current ones are aged and worn.  The decorations are currently on sale for a reduced price.  A discussion was held.  The council agreed that the city would pay for the decorations.  A motion was made by Dye, seconded by Schultz, all votes aye and the motion carried.
Since there was no further business, a motion was made by Schultz, seconded by K. Kayser, all voted aye and the motion carried to adjourn at 8:20 pm.
