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Do you have a stash of Fat Quarters that you don’t know what to do with? This Mystery Quilt project can help! The finished quilt top measures approximately 60” x 60” – unless you wish to add borders to heart’s content. The class is suitable for all skill levels.

This pattern is straightforward and beginner-friendly—no curves, Y-seams, appliqué, or paper piecing. It’s designed to be completed in a single-day session, so the focus is on enjoying the mystery, not struggling with complexity. The real challenge is simply taking the creative leap to sew without knowing what the final quilt will look like!

Fabric Selection

You’ll need:
· 3 FQ – in the same colorway. The bolder, the better!

· 12 FQ – these will be the background colors

· 1-1/4 yards of a dark solid fabric 
Tips for choosing fabrics:

· Make sure your sets of FQ fabrics contrast. The small set should be MUCH different to the larger set.
· The small set could be tone-on-tone, or small print, or a set of solids in one colorway.

· The yardage fabric works best in black, dark brown, or navy, so if using those colors, don’t use the same in the FQ sets. They are meant to stand out from the prints.
· Avoid directional prints in a Mystery; you never know which direction they end up in.

CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS – Please do this before the day of the class:
3 FQ fabrics: cut this set of fabrics into 48 squares measuring 4 ¼” x 4 ¼”
12 FQ fabrics: cut each FQ into 4 rectangles measuring 4 ¼” x 21”

Dark Sollid yardage: cut into 24 squares measuring 8” x 8” 

What to Bring on Class Day

• All fabrics 

• Sewing machine, power cord, and foot pedal

• Thread and filled bobbins

• Cutting mat and rotary cutter

• Iron and pressing mat

• Quilter’s ruler with ¼” markings

• Pins or clips

• Optional tools: extra thread, bobbins, scissors/snips, stiletto, pencil, seam ripper
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
