If you're new to sewing ByAnnie patterns, this class will be a prerequisite for more advanced classes and Bag Sew Days with Theresa. This course will help you learn everything from reading ByAnnie patterns, cutting, quilting, and binding, to how to work with mesh, vinyl, and zippers. Theresa will share her best practices and techniques that will help you to create beautiful projects! You will go home with great samples of different processes that you will be able to refer back to as you make other projects.

Please bring the following to class: 2 fat quarters of your choice and 1 - 40” ByAnnie zipper.  These will be used to make your samples so they don’t need to be matching or fancy!

-size 12 or 14 sewing machine needle
-1/4” foot
-zipper foot
-walking foot is helpful if you have one
-rulers for pattern - There are rulers available for use at ACME
-personal iron and mat (There are irons for use at ACME)
-scissors
-seam ripper
-rotary cutter
-pencil and eraser
-fabric marking pencil, pen or chalk marker
-pins
-wonder clips
-stiletto
