Official proceedings of the Board of Trustee’s, Town of Chatsworth, held in the Town Council room at 7:00 p.m. 
Roll call showed the following present: Trustees, Ken Ashman, Rick Harn, Dale Diller, Galen Schaffer and Will Price: Also, present Town Clerk Norma Kerber, Superintendent Erickson and Treasurer Mindy Meyer; Absent Attorney Weeks, Trustee Dawn Hobart, and Officer Cavanagh.
Treasurer Mindy Meyer swears in new Town Clerk, Amy Garland.

A motion by Trustee Price and seconded by Trustee Schaffer to approve the previous minutes. Board of Trustee votes: 5 Yeas
Mack and Associates – next meeting

Police Report: Officer Cavanagh provided his report to the Board. 
Attorneys Report: Moving forward on 2 properties (205 West Walnut and 306 East Ash) that did not work on cleaning the junk out of their yards.  A title search has been requested regarding 415 East Walnut.  610 East Hickory to be discussed at a later time.
Old Business: Rental Property:  Richard provided the board with guidelines for rental properties.

Walnut Street Burnt House:  Covered in Attorney Weeks report.

Trees:  Received two quotes from Forrest Edge and Robisky Tree Service.  Both quotes were similar.  A motion was made by Trustee Ashman and seconded by Trustee Harn to allow Forrest Edge and Robisky Tree Service to perform tree removal in the maximum amount of $9,995 per bid.  Board of Trustee votes: 5 Yeas
608 East Maple Street:  President Runyon received a call from Joe Keeley regarding transferring deed from 608 East Maple Street to Town ownership.  Current owner wants to give property to town.  Further research needed.  Next Meeting.
Water Tower Inspection:  Inspection will take place on Friday, July 12th at 10:30 am.
TPW Rail Crossing:  1st street crossing anticipated to be done in July.  Traffic will be rerouted to Pine and 6th Street.

Gravel:  J&J Machines estimated $340 gravel/$240 slag per load.  10 loads estimated for parking lot on Walnut and 10 loads estimated for driveway around pond.  A motion was made by Trustee Schaffer and seconded by Trustee Ashman.  Board of Trustee votes: 5 Yeas

Park Improvements:  West Side pavilion needs posts to protect pavilion and increase safety.  Chain gates and a sign to be place at the pond.  Request $1,000 for said improvements.  A motion was made by Trustee Price and seconded by Trustee Diller.  
Board of Trustee votes: 5 Yeas
President Runyon also requests a guard rail to be added to the west side of the pond and additional trees to be planted in the park utilizing the Memorial Tree Fund.  Water standing near pavilion could possibly need to add a sidewalk.

Asphalt Roller:  No need to purchase.  Owner states town can utilize it at any time.

Summer Help:  Summer Help has been approved to work up to 40 hours each week until leaving for college.

Personnel:  Discussed during Executive Session

President Runyon Report: Thanked Trustee Price and Schaffer for an awesome job laying the concrete work on Main street.  Waited over two weeks for paint to arrive so that Danny Mauricio can paint blocks on Main street.  Will be going out of town to pick up paint.  Fence at Mini-Park falling down.  Bike rack requested for park and Main street in front or to the side of the Community Connection Center.  Requested all Board members complete Open Meeting Act Training. Trustee Harn: Requested the Town order benches and bike racks from a couple magazines to spruce up the park areas.
