Thursday August 22, 2019: Regular Board of Trustee Meeting, 7:00 p.m. 

Official proceedings of the Board of Trustee’s, Town of Chatsworth, held in the Town Council room at 7:03 p.m. 
Roll call showed the following present: Trustees Ken Ashman, Rick Harn, Dawn Hobart, Dale Diller, Galen Schaffer and Will Price, Town Clerk Garland, Officer Cavanagh, Superintendent Erickson and Harn. Absent were Treasurer Meyer and Attorney Weeks.
A motion by Trustee Ashman and seconded by Trustee Diller to approve the previous minutes. Board of Trustee votes: 6 Yeas
Correspondence/Public Issues:  Town was informed that 416 East Maple was sold for delinquent taxes.
Police Report: Officer Cavanagh provided his report indicating an increase in stops.  
Attorney’s Report
306 East Ash:  Status hearing is set for 9/23/19.  Will be following up to check for progress.  
415 E. Walnut:  No action has been taken thus far by the homeowner.  If not in compliance by 8/26/19, will proceed with preparing a petition to file in Circuit court allowing town to demolish.
205 Walnut:  Currently working on cleaning up property and will continue to monitor progress.  

Regarding Tackett/Tracy Collins property: (511 E. Locust St.) Title work is complete.  2018 Real Estate Taxes payable in 2019 have not been paid on either building.  Indicates that two State of Illinois Tax Liens have been filed against the owner in the amounts of $466.64 and $111.98.  The Town Board will need to hold a Public Hearing and pass an Ordinance by a three-fourths vote to approve the exchange.  
608 E. Maple:  Title work is complete.  Real Estate Taxes have not been paid since 2013.  The Livingston County Trustee purchased the 2017 taxes for $8,754.16.  There is an outstanding mortgage in the amount of $80,910.  It could be paid off but it is still a matter of record.  There are two pending tax cases.  The Title to the property appears to be somewhat clouded.
Old Business
Rental Properties:  None
Bicycle Racks:  Mike Crouch will be providing a bicycle rack at no charge for the Town Park.  Will need a smaller one for main street and the pond.
Replacement Printer:  Need to obtain at least one more quote.
New Business
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Town Dumpster:  Town has a total of 2 however the Community Bldg. has 1.  Will not be locking them at this time.  Camera to be installed.
Informational Sign Rental:  Individuals - $10; non-profit organizations – free.  Letters will be going into a box located in Maintenance South.  Possibly getting more letters.
Livingston County Abstract Company:  511 E. Locust St.  – See Weeks Report for details.
Handrails for ramp at Connection Bldg.:  Trustee Schaffer will research companies to add a handrail.  Will also be adding a ramp to the Bluebird Hall entrance.
Park Benches:  Will be adding park benches. Could possibly make it a park district. Tholens in Kankakee selling larger rocks to be used as park benches.  Some hospitals are now using these.
Fish for pond:  A motion by Trustee Schaffer and seconded by Trustee Harn to approve the $500 purchase of fish to restock the pond.  Board of Trustee votes: 6 Yeas

Park Equipment:  Will be looking into quotes to add additional swings, benches, and playground equipment to all of the parks.
President Runyon Report:  Painter is freshening up the fire hydrants and lines on the streets, cleaning catch basins and painting the water shut off caps blue.  Would like to test each one to ensure proper working order as well.  Would also like to make a park district.
Trustee Reports
Trustee Harn: Would like to see the concrete for the airplane set and airplane installed.  Hicks bldg. has water run but not connected yet.  Will be leveling out the dirt soon.
Trustee Hobart:  Would like to begin working on civil defense meetings again.

Trustee Ashman:  None.
Trustee Diller: Water fund is healthy.  Could possibly pay extra $50,000 on loan although we have tower work needing done in the future.  Scheduled an employee benefits mtg for 9/12/19 following the regular board meeting.
Trustee Schaffer:  Patriots Day is on 9/7/19.  Will have water fights, bounce houses, and DJ.  Would like to have this posted on the Town Sign.  Also, the same day as the bicycle race.
Trustee Price – None.
Treasurer’s Report:  Mindy had her baby.
Employee Erickson Report: Informed the board about the three water main breaks and that the projects and mowing were being done.  
Clerk Garland Report:  Would like access to One-Call to be utilized in cases where a boil water notice needs to be issued.  89 accounts were charged the $5 late fee this month totaling $445.

Public Input:  A citizen requested that benches be made available for purchase “in memory of.”  A citizen informed the board that IDNR does not charge providing the pond is open to the public for one 
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day each year.  Also, asked when the sidewalk area was to be leveled with dirt on Elm street.  Needs a new buffalo box and would like water to be capped as he will be building again.

A motion by Trustee Ashman and seconded by Trustee Diller to pay the bills.
