Iron fabrics if tightly rolled or folded 

Sign up early for the Improv 201 class! 

Supply List: 
5-6 Fat quarters of coordinating fabrics will work for a wall hanging, but you may want 1/2 yard cuts of 5-6 fabrics to
make a larger quilt. Solids, blenders, fabrics that read as solids, or small modern prints work best. Try to have light,
medium, and dark values.
