2) Read through pattern:

page 1- general info, page 2 - cutting checklist, page 9- cutting labels.

3) Watch ALL the videos that come with your pattern on byannie.com.

4) Quilt & Cut pieces as directed on page 2.  Recommendation:   make the Medium or Large size first.

Please have all bag fabric cut & labeled and the base of the bag quilted before class. (If straight line quilting, it’s

easiest to quilt on the diagonal or vertically with your walking foot.  Make a copy of cutting labels that are

provided in pattern, before labeling your cut pieces
