How do | sign up?
Call Melissa at (780) 616-8224 and pay your $500 (plus applicable taxes) non-refundable deposit. She will then
send you a form for you to complete to help us start planning the finer details of the trip!

When do | have to be fully paid by?
We ask that full payment be made before December 23, 2021 (90 days before the trip).

What happens if there are still travel restrictions at that time? Do | lose my deposit?

Should the trip need to be cancelled by Quincy's Quilting for any reason your deposit and any monies paid to
that point will be refunded to the participant. Should you decide to cancel please review our travel cancellation
policy.
