Description: As one of By Annie’s most popular patterns, this tool case is designed to keep your tools together,
organized and safe as you travel. Originally designed for Tula Pinks scissors and tools, this bag can be custom
made to fit your specific tools. Used in conjunction with the By Annie Take a Stand Pattern, set up your tools to
have 360 access during a class or retreat without taking up a large amount of table space. The class will start with
an info session where Janet goes over things to think about while preparing your class supplies. You’ll then have 2
weeks to prep everything followed by three construction days spaced one week apart to allow time to finish
anything not finished in class.

It is recommended that you have completed the By Annie Basics before taking this class. If you are not able to take
the in person classes offered at the store, you can find the free patterns on the By Annie website.

Class Prep:
Quilt main fabric, lining fabric and soft and stable
Cut, seal the edges, and label all quilted components
Cut out and label all coordinating fabric, mesh, vinyl, 

strapping and   fold-over elastic.
Make Bias binding

Bring your BASIC SEWING SUPPLIES to
class:

Sewing machine in working order with pedal and
all cords
¼” foot for your machine
Polyester piecing thread and bobbins already
wound and ready to sew
Scissors (large and small are generally useful in
class)
Thread snippers
Seam ripper
Rotary cutter and small cutting mat 
Quilt rulers (we suggest at least one ruler that is
6 ½” x 24 ½” and at least one additional ruler)
Pin cushion and straight pins
Small iron and pressing mat
Fabric marking pens or pencils
Wonderclips
90/14 topstitch needles

supplies for your class!

Vinyl: 12 x12-1/2”
Handbag zippers: Two 30” or longer double-slide and
                              One 40” or longer double-slide
Polypro strapping, 1”: 3/4 yd
Fold-over elastic, 20mm : 3/4 yd
Thread to match main fabric, lining fabric and zipper
tape if you don’t want it to show
