Class Description: Hand embroidery is making a resurgence. Let’s sit together and learn some of the more
advanced stitches. You will work a sampler piece with stitches shown in the booklet. Afterwards, there is a
pattern that can be traced or a stick-and-stitch strip to be placed on your fabric to create the floral design

shown on the booklet cover.

Fabric: One 14” square of light solid color cotton — for stitching sampler; one 14” square of light solid color
cotton — for stitching the floral design. Before class have your square of fabric for the stitching sampler cut
and run a ziz-zag stitch along the outside edges of the fabric squares or treat the edges with Fray-Check
liquid.

Supplies: Embroidery 201 pattern; 10” wooden embroidery hoop; embroidery needles; DMC cotton
embroidery 6-strand floss (gold label), you only need 2 contrasting shades of floss for the practice sampler;
(For the floral project design you’ll need 3 shades of green, 1 skein each of yellow, yellow/orange, orange,
pink, rose, medium purple, light purple/lavender, and periwinkle) water soluble marking pen (no Frixion); small
pointed scissors

Optional: needle threader; task light
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Bring a sack lunch or snacks as we won’t have an official lunch break.
