Pattern Requirements*: Master Plan by Carrie Nelson 
  
Fabric Requirements*: 
Background and Border – 3 ½ yards 
Binding – ¾ yard 
Backing – 4 ¾ yard 
For the stars and 4 patches, we can use assorted things depending on 
how many fabrics you want to use. I used several hundred! 
You can use charm packets, leftover jelly roll strips and any scraps you 
may have! In the first class we will talk about what fabrics to use but 
bring a charm packet or leftover jelly roll strip and some scraps to start 
with. Bring a selection, as the fun in this is using as many fabrics as you 
can, which is why charm packs are great! 
You can make this as big or small as you like! This would also make a 
great table runner. 
 
Tools Required: 
Flying geese ruler to make 1.5” x 3” finished flying geese (not needed for first class) 
3 ½” square ruler – helpful but not required 
Rotary Cutter and Mat (leave your mat at home and use ours while you’re in class) 
Ruler 6 1/2” x 24” or 6 1/2” x 18” 
Sewing machine in good working condition with manual (Please note that you are 
welcome to use our classroom machines) 
Any attachment which makes ¼” seams more precisely. if you bring your sewing 
machine.

Fabric scissors 
Neutral sewing thread
