1 Skein of yarn in your color choice-should be a fiber that can be washed.

8 " wide roll of Sulky Ultra Solvy water soluble stabilizer, or something similar
1 spool of Sulky polyester invisible thread

Coordinating and/or contrasting threads, such as Sulky Blendables, metallics
Optional: additional coordinating or contrasting fibers to embellish the scarf

Other Necessities:

e Sewing machine in good working order with zig zag capability

e Size 14/90 machine needle, such as top stitch or metallic

e Upright thread spool holder (if your machine does not have one built in)

e Basic sewing supplies - pins, scissors, seam ripper, etc.

e Fine-line permanent marking pen

e Optional: specialty machine foot, such as braiding, couching, free-motion

Please also bring along your sense of adventure and good humor to have fun creating a
new fashion statement for yourself or a friend.
