BLOCK OF THE MONTH and SERIES CLASSES continued 
BEGINNING SEWING (3 sessions)      $65/series Eva/Kathye 
Get to know your machine.  We work with you to use and understand the operation of your machine. We’ll sew 3 

different projects giving you a basic overview of the main reasons people use their machine; basic sewing, zippers, 
buttonholes, etc.  This class is a pre-requisite to Beginning Quilting if you do not already know how to sew. (Beginner)
