Mini Notebook Cover 2 2 Hour Class

This quilted cover protects a standard side bound 3” x 5” notebook and has
a small interior pocket. The pen tabs add a decorative touch, provide a
great way to close the notebook and keep a small pen always handy.

These are quick and easy, perfect gifts for teachers, friends and family or to
use as stocking stuffers!

This ByAnnie pattern uses her fabulous Soft and Stable and is a great way
to use up your smaller pieces of fabrics.

You can also use cork for the outside of notebook. For a thinner feel, use
fleece interfacing instead of soft and stable with the cork

You will want to make bunches of these using fabric, cork or soft vinyl.

You will be given a free 3” x 5" notebook and pen as you finish your first
mini notebook!

We will start right at 10 am so come early enough that your sewing
machine is threaded and ready to go!

Come to class with all pieces cut, labeled, interfaced AND QUILTED!

Supplies

Fabrics and supplies listed on the pattern- Cut out, interfaced and QUILTED
Sewing machine with a regular foot and a Microtex 80/12 needle

Regular poly or cotton thread to match

Scissors

Clips & pins

6” measuring stick

Marking pen

Sewing ruler at least 12” long

Double sided %4” basting tape

Press and Point to push out the corners
