Embroidery machine with:

· Power cord

· Thread stand

· Embroidery bobbin case (if you use a different one for the embroidery process)

· Embroidery hoop- Oval (if you have two bring both)

· Straight stitch and zigzag stitch plates

· Slide on tray table

· Foot control

· #26 or #15 foot for embroidery

· #37 (D) 

· #50 Walking foot

· USB stick for design transfer if you have not already loaded a stick with the designs

· 80/12 sharp embroidery needles

· Bobbin fill

· Thread snips

· Small curved scissors for trimming appliqué fabric 

· Fabric marking device, chalk or Frixion pen

· Pencil

· 6” x 24” ruler

· Rotary cutter

· Shears for cutting fabric

· Straight pins

· Crisp medium weight tearaway stabilizer- enough for 5 hoopings

· 505 spray

· Straight pins

· Embroidery thread- 

· one to match background fabric

· one to match the lettering appliqué fabric

· one to accent the lettering fabric

· additional colors for the lower lettering

· ½ yard Décor bond

· Wooden pressing stick (available from OUAQ on the day of class)

· Sewing thread to match the border & backing fabric 

PRIOR TO CLASS: cut and prepare your fabric according to the instructions and diagrams as shown on page 2 of this supply list.

[image: image1.emf]Fabric preparation prior to construction:

¾ yard background fabric (behind the embroidery), cut to: 



Five- 7” x 12” rectangles for the interior quilted rectangles & the pumpkin blocks



Two- 9” x 12” rectangles for the leaf spray blocks at each end

Fuse fusible fleece to the reverse side of each rectangle, use a bit of steam or mist with water to achieve a secure 

bond. 

1¼ yard print fabric for end & side borders and binding, cut to: 



Three 2¼" x WOF   strips for the binding, join end to end with a mitered  (width of fabric, 42” presumed)

seam, trim the seam allowance to ¼” in width, press the seam allowance open and then press the entire strip 

in half lengthwise to create a 1 /" wide binding, set aside until later.
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

Two 3” x WOF strips for the side borders



Two 4¾” x 12” strip for the lower border

From your stash:



One 13” x 48” rectangle for the backing 

1/8 yard accent fabric (shown as the narrow ¼” wide fabric strip that frames the embroidered center 

panel), cut to: 



Three 1" x WOF strips, spray with starch and press until dry (this will make the strips easier to handle).

Two 5” x 6” rectangles of fabric for the pumpkin-

fuse interfacing to the reverse side of the pumpkin fabric and then 

fuse fusible web on top of the interfacing

Mark the fabric:



Use a Frixion pen (If you must use chalk because your fabric is dark make the marks very faint, I find chalk 

difficult to remove.) to mark the rectangles for embroidery with 2” long cross hairs as indicated in the 

diagrams at below.  Write the word ‘TOP’ in the upper left corner of each block as a reminder for 

orientation.

  

 

Note:  All marks are centered side to side.
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
