· Straight & Zigzag stitch throat plate

· Thread snips & fabric shears
· Removable marking pen or chalk
· Stiletto
· Point Turner

· Rotary Cutter and Gridded See-thru Ruler
· Wonder Clips and/or pins
· Fabric tube turning tool

· Bodkin or safety pin

· Double-sided basting tape (WonderTape)
· Template A (pg. 11) or Rotary Cutting Circles by creative grids
· Normal sewing supplies such as pins, extra needles, bobbins, seam ripper, etc.

Threads:
· Polyester Sewing/Embroidery thread for construction and topstitching to match/contast main fabric & lining fabric
