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Using Scraps? Tool Preparation

This is a fun way to use your light to medium blue Prepare your Gem Junior tool by attaching either
fabric scraps. You'll need 35 Tens and 40 Fives. To make True Grips™ adhesive rings or loops of clear
those fish pop, use dark or bright colors for C and D. packaging tape to the backside of the Gem tools.

Instructions are based on the Gem Junior sized tool.
Adjust strip size and alignment line for other sizes.

The sides of the “Five” triangle are not equal to the
base. Be careful not to twist your pieces.

Sewing Strips
* Sew pieces together following the color order of strip diagram below.
¢ Align your two triangles so the ends meet as shown.

¢ Always sew with %4" seam allowances.
* Continue to flip flop the triangles to create a strips.

G\Iways sew exact 4" seamsD

Careful placement at this stage will give the best results!
Sew each strip together as shown.

Place a straight ruler on the top of the piece, aligning the 1/4” line with the .
