March: Block 3: Madeira Appligue

Supplies:

Block three is sewing and embroidery.

The quilt is two colors- a neutral and main color

One 14” square of main cotton fabric

One 14” square of contrasting cotton fabric

One 7” square of scrap fabric (will be used and thrown away. Should be light enough to see through to trace
design. Muslin works well)

Sewing thread to match main fabric

40 weight embroidery thread, white, and two shades of same color for motif (40wt is normal embroidery thread)
Bobbins (regular sewing thread and one for embroidery)

Water soluble thread

Size 80 needle

Size 100 needle

Temporary fabric marker (make sure it does not leave a shadow line on fabric)

Lightweight tearaway stabilizer

Spray starch or Best Press/equivalent

Required Machine Accessories (not provided with borrowed machines):

5”x7” embroidery hoop
