If you want it to have a particular color theme, then either use a
layer cake or purchase yardage of your favorite design collection. | cannot estimate how much fabric you
will need, due to not knowing what size hoop you are working with. Low loft batting is recommended.
Either 100% cotton or Combo poly/cotton. | recommend Quilter’s Dream. The backing can be decided
upon, once the quilt top is completed.

Design will be 6 x 6 or 5 x 5, | can also resize to fit a 4 x 4 hoop

No Show Mesh Stabilizer- 2 pieces that fit your hoop

Low loft batting to fit your hoop- 1 piece

6 scraps of fabric to fit your hoop {see sample for fabric suggestion)
2 threads for the daisy flower

White embroidery thread
