FINISHED MEASUREMENTS 
Circumference: 77” 
Length: 18”  
 
MATERIALS 
Universal Yarn Maman (100% acrylic; 
100g/109yds) 

• 517 Cerulean (A) – 4 skeins 
• 503 Rollerskates (B) – 4 skeins 

Needle: US Size 10 (6 mm) 40” or longer 
circular or size needed to obtain gauge 
Notions: Tapestry needle, stitch marker 
 
GAUGE 
8 sts x 14 rnds = 4” in Two Color 
Fisherman’s Rib after blocking 
Save time, check your gauge.

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PATTERN NOTES 
Inspired by Lenny Kravitz’s legendary oversized 
scarf moment, this cozy cowl brings bold energy 
and effortless cool to your winter wardrobe. Knit 
in the round with our chunky Maman yarn, the 
Kravitz Cowl is all about volume, warmth, and 
statement style. The easy skill level and vibrant 
yarn make it a fun, fast project with big impact. 
Whether looped once or twice, it’s the kind of 
piece that turns heads and keeps you toasty — 
rockstar attitude optional but highly encouraged. 
 
This cowl is knit seamlessly in the round from the 
bottom up.  
 
k1b - Knit stitch in row below next stitch and drop 
unworked stitch above. 
p1b – Purl stitch in row below next stitch and 
drop unworked stitch above. 
 
STITCH GUIDE 
Two Color Fisherman’s Rib 
(even number of sts) 
Rnd 1: With color B, * k1b, p1; rep from * to end of 
rnd. 
Rnd 2: With color A, * k1, p1b; rep from * to end of 
rnd. 
Rep Rnds 1-2 for patt. 
 
PATTERN BEGINS 
COWL 
With color A cast on 154 sts. PM and join to knit in 
the rnd, being careful not to twist. 
Join color B. Do not break color A. 
Work in Two Color Fisherman’s Rib patt until 
piece meas approx. 18” from cast-on edge, ending 
with Rnd 1.  
Break color B. Cont with color A only. 
Bind off all sts in patt. 
 
FINISHING 
Gently wash and block to finished measurements. 
Weave in ends.
