Flip Flap Bag By Sandy Supply List

A fun, small messenger bag (11" tall x 10" wide x 3" deep) which goes together quite quickly.  The flap on the bag is a nice size to showcasing an embroidery design, quilting techniques, special appliqué, glitz, or fun buttons.  The handle can be adjusted to use over the shoulder or cross body and the size is large enough to hold a good sized tablet or i-pad.  Make one for yourself and another as a gift for a friend.
REQUIRED PATTERN:  Flip Flap Bag from Totes by Sandy
FABRIC REQUIREMENTS:
1 Yard – Outside of Bag

OR for a scrappy look use 1/3 yard of three different fabrics (this will be


enough for the handle and pockets also)

3/4 yard – Lining
3/4 Yard – Fusible Fleece (Pellon 987F) (pattern calls for 1 yard but I did some


of the pieces with ShapeFlex.

1 Yard – ShapeFlex (20" wide) (Pellon SF101)


I use this for the pockets, handle, and one side of the flap as it doesn't add a


lot of bulk but gives a good amount of stability.

GENERAL SUPPLIES:

Rotary Cutter and Your Favorite Ruler
Cotton Thread in Neutral Shade (I love Aurifil) for Piecing
Thread for Top Stitching to Coordinate or Contrast with Your Fabric

New Needles, (Size 80/12 Sharp are my favorite)
Straight Pins (I like the Clover Patchwork Pins)

Seam Ripper (I like the Clover one)
Hera Marker (my favorite), Wooden Iron, Point Turner, or Bone Folder

14 In 1 Measuring Gauge or Your Favorite Seam Gauge

Stitch In The Ditch Foot (helpful for top stitching)

Sewing Machine in Good Working Order

Sewing Machine Bobbins, Regular Sewing Foot, Power Cord, Foot Pedal, Manual
