Closer to a City Flag!

The Elk Ridge City flag design committee has received 18 flag designs so far, from designers of
all ages. This is the time to finish and submit your designs! Submit them
at elkridgecityflagcontest.org or at the city office building before April 15th at 12:00pm. Remember the
principles:

1. Simplify, make it so simple that a child can draw it from memory! (imagine your design as a
small size, like a lapel pin. Would it be recognizable?)

2. Use meaningful symbols that represent the city (including some representation of an elk is
preferred)

3. Use 2-3 basic colors (and colors that contrast well: light colors on dark, and vice-versa)

4. No lettering or seals (flags are simple. Lettering, seals, and detailed graphic images are for
paper)

5. Bedistinctive and representative (is it unique and meaningful to our community?)

By Monday 17 April, the flag design committee will present 3-5 finalist designs to Elk Ridge residents for
public voting. All votes will be cast online at elkridgecityflagcontest.org. The design with the most votes
by 12:00 am 9 May 2017 will be the winning design, and it will be presented that evening to the Mayor
and City Council for adoption as the official city flag of Elk Ridge. Preparations will then be made to
produce the flag for two city flagpoles (locations to be determined) and one for the winning
