Meeting Called to Order by Glen Woolsey
Pledge of Allegiance led by Glen Woolsey
Roll Call: Debra Wickizer, Brent Stuart, Glen Woolsey, Jon Arends and Scott Dixon
Conflict of Interest - Commission members are required by law to file a public disclosure statement with the Secretary listing business interests and investments that could create a conflict of interest with the duties of the Commission Member.  When a matter in which a Commission member has a business or investment interest appears on the agenda, the Commission member must publicly disclose that interest. Robert Guiller asked the Commission if they had any conflicts of interest with tonight’s agenda; Brent Stuart declared that he owns an Air B&B.
Agenda Items:
1. Public Comment (2 minutes per person) *(recording:00:01:00) 
· There were no public comments.
2. Approval of the Planning Commission Work Session and Meeting Minutes held October 22nd, 2019: *(recording:00:01:46)
Presenter: Glen Woolsey
· Jon Arends motioned to approve the work session and meeting minutes from the October 22nd, 2019 meetings.

· Debra Wickizer seconded the motion.

· All in favor the motion passed.
3. Discussion/ Action on Carter Subdivision Plat Amendment: *(recording:00:02:42)
Presenter: Cathy Harmston
· Cathy Harmston addressed the Commission. They just purchased the Carter home (lot 6) and wanted to amend the plat to adjust the boundary lines so that if they wanted to sale lot 6 they could keep lot 5 as a flag lot. Presently there are no plans to build on lot 5. The survey showed Jack Burton’s new building is two feet over the line so they deeded the two feet to him to correct the encroachment.   
· Brent Stuart asked about the septic drain fields. There are none, they are on sewer.
· Brent Stuart asked about the railroad land and stated that showing it on the plat was bothersome to him because if it is railroad land there would not be enough buildable space to approve lot 5.
· Debra Wickizer stated that it could be cleared up with knowing how it is recorded in the deed.
· Brent Stuart pointed out that the address on the plat should be 838 East not 838 south.
· Debra Wickizer asked if there was a financing timeline and could we ask them to come back next month to clear up some of these issues. Cathy stated that they have the house leased until July and they wouldn’t be able to do anything until then. Debra stated that we do not want any undo hardships.
· Brent Stuart asked Chief Sacco if he had any issues with the flag lot. Chief Sacco stated that they would not have an issue until a building was going in; then they would review the plans to be sure that they were in compliance.
· Glen Woolsey stated that we can’t approve anything now without the clarification on the railroad land.
· Debra Wickizer stated that we need to see what is recorded on the deed.
· Jon Arends motioned to table this agenda item until the next meeting in February asking them to clarify for us the following:
· Answer the question regarding the railroad property, copy of the deed.
· Show the buildable size of lot 5 after determining the railroad portion.
· Show on the plat the location of the fire hydrant.
· And correct the addresses.
· Brent Stuart seconded the motion.
· All in favor the motion passed.
4. Discussion/Action on CUP 2008-104 for OGRE Parking Lot Services, located at 1484 E 6650 S: *(recording:00:32:27)
Presenter: Steve Luger
· Steve Luger was not present. Darinda Wallis confirmed that he has a current business license and that the City has not received any complaints on this business.
· Brent Stuart motioned to renew the CUP for OGRE Parking Lot Services with the same conditions and set for a five year review.
· Jon Arends seconded the motion.
· All in favor the motion passed.
5. Discussion/Action on CUP 2014-179 for Hobby Kennel, located at 6719 S 1800 E: *(recording:00:35:00)
Presenter: Cindy McCollum, Margie Stutz

· Cindy McCollum stated that she has five small dogs all yorkies, all rescued and spayed.
· Darinda Wallis confirmed that the City has not received any complaints about this CUP.
· Brent Stuart motioned to renew the CUP for the Hobby Kennel for Cindy McCollum with the same conditions of a maximum of seven dogs and set for a five year review.
· Debra Wickizer seconded the motion.
· All in favor the motion passed.
6. Discussion/ Action for on CUP 2006-099 for Hobby Kennel, located at 6625 S 2200 E: *(recording:00:37:40)
Presenter:  Rick & Keli Myers

· Rick Myers stated that they keep three dogs and that they are breeding them.
· Darinda Wallis confirmed that the City has not received any complaints about this CUP.
· Brent Stuart motioned to renew the CUP for the Hobby Kennel for Kelli Myers with the conditions that they can have a maximum of seven dogs and keep the puppies until the age of four months.
· Jon Arends seconded the motion.
· Brent Stuart amended his motion to include setting a five year review.
· Jon Arends seconded the motion.
· All in favor the motion passed.
7. Discussion/ Action for on CUP 2006-098 for RMC, located at 6625 S 2200 E: *(recording:00:44:38)
Presenter:  Rick & Keli Myers

· Rick Myers reported that he stores a flatbed trailer and skid steer on his property.
· Darinda Wallis confirmed that the City has not received any complaints about this CUP.
· Brent Stuart motioned to renew the CUP for RMC with the same conditions and set a five year review.
· Debra Wickizer seconded the motion.
· All in favor the motion passed.
8. Discussion/ Action for on CUP 2005-083 for Trucker Parking, located at 2328 E 6550 S: *(recording:00:47:28)
Presenter:  Gordon Bowen

· Gordon Bowen was not present and it was unknown if Gordon still requires this CUP.
· Brent Stuart motioned to table this renewal until we can find out if he still needs or wants the CUP.
· Jon Arends seconded the motion.
· All in favor the motion passed.
9. Discussion/ Action for on CUP 2005-079 for Hill Top Trucking, located at 2375 E 6550 S: *(recording:00:48:55)
Presenter:  Rodney & Russell Prescott

· Russell Prescott was present and wants to renew the CUP.
· Darinda Wallis confirmed that the City has not received any complaints about this CUP.
· Brent Stuart motioned to renew the CUP for Hill Top Trucking and using only Russell Prescott’s name and setting a five year review.
· Jon Arends seconded the motion.
· All in favor the motion passed.
10. Discussion/Action for on CUP 2006-100  for Trucker Parking located at 1831 E 6550 S: *(recording:00:50:24)
Presenter: Robert VanShaar

· Robert VanShaar was not present and it was unknown if Robert still requires this CUP.
· Brent Stuart motioned to table this renewal until we can find out if he still needs or wants the CUP.
· Jon Arends seconded the motion.
· All in favor the motion passed.
11. Discussion/Action on short term rental ordinance: *(recording:00:51:03)
Presenter:  Brent Stuart

· Brent Stuart began with stating that he had used a color printer and did not know that we would get black and white copies so he has redone the draft using the following:
· Green (Doubled underlined) is Option A – Less regulation

· Red (underlined) is Option B – more regulation

· Blue (Italic) Notes are items that should be discussed but are unrelated to long and short term rentals.
· Purple (Bold) Notes are editorial.
· Brent stated that in keeping with the Home Business Regulations a Minor business (owner occupied) no CUP or business license required and a Major business (not occupied by the owner) a business license and CUP are required.
· Brent stated that he spent a lot of time reading other cities ordinances and regulations and attacked this task by showing how we could modify our current ordinance to regulate short and long term rentals.
· It was discussed that because this is a working document and not ready for action it should have been set for a work session to gather suggestions and input from the Commission.  It was decided to have Brent present his suggestions and we would schedule a work session prior to the next Planning Commission meeting in February to work on these suggestions.

· Brent Stuart reviewed his suggestions for modifications and regulations on the following:
· Title 9 Chapter 7 Article A 

· Including the modifications to the site development standards

· New Draft Regulations for a new Chapter
· Title 9 Chapter 22 Residential Rentals, Long and Short Term

· New Draft Regulations Title 9 Chapter 13 Article C Home Based Businesses

· Title 9 Chapter 18 Section 2 Parking Space for Dwellings

· Changing language in A to remove properly located for a future garage to “designated for parking”.
· The Commission thanked Brent for the great job he has done on this controversial topic.

· Jon Arends motioned to table the discussion action for short-term rentals ordinance for a work session one hour prior to the February meeting.

· Scott Dixon seconded the motion.

· All in favor the motion passed.
12. Discussion/Action for CDB – Cannabis First Cliff Note Draft: *(recording:01:53:14)
Presenter: Debra Wickizer

· Debra Wickizer explained that she was asked to look at our City’s Ordinances and interrupt how we would work with somebody who came to us wanting to open a CBD and cannabis business in our City.

· Debra stated that are we talking about agricultural, marketing, processing or selling and she didn’t get any clarification. So she researched what we currently have on the books and how it would affect somebody coming in and requesting to open a cannabis based business.

· Debra stated that these controversial businesses are may to prey on small communities.
· Debra explained that she has done a lot of research on this and will be willing to share with us the information that she has compiled. 
· Debra discussed some of the current issues regarding cannabis:
· Utah Department of Health has currently licensed 10 Medical Cannabis Pharmacies throughout the State. 

· 60 companies submitted 130 applications for the 10 licenses issued.

· Ongoing discussions:

· Should Cannabis Farming be considered as Industry or Agricultural?

· Affects zoning required for growing of crop.

· Utah Hemp/Cannabis Farmers return mixed reviews after 1st crop.

· Challenges:

· Male vs Female plants

· Aroma

· Theft / Trespassing

· Temperamental Crop

· State mandated pre-harvest testing

· Hot plants destroyed

· The Commission thanked Debra for her work and good overview on this and concluded that this discussion should also have been in a work session format for input and guidance on how we need to be prepared moving forward.

· Jon Arends motioned to table this discussion action on CDB – Cannabis for the work session one hour prior to the February meeting. 
· Brent Stuart seconded the motion.

· All in favor the motion passed.
