Our city engineer recommended that we install a water tank at the west end of the city.  The new line would be used to service the new tank. 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Water
The City has experienced a few water lines leak recently.  Thank you for your patience and understanding while crews performed needed repairs. 
We are currently working with our City Engineer to update the Culinary Water Master Plan. This will help identify and prioritize upgrades and projects that may be needed to our system. Our goal is to have safe and clean culinary water distributed to each home. Upgrades and maintenance of the distribution system ensures that an adequate supply of drinking water will be available to citizens now and in the future. 

Uintah’s footprint
In October 2019, we (City of Uintah) recycled 9 tons of cans, bottles, paper, and cardboard.
Recycling these materials will save the following resources:
90 Mature Trees - Represents enough saved timber resources to produce 1,114,900 sheets of printing and copy paper!
37 Cubic Yards of Landfill Airspace - Enough airspace to fulfill the annual municipal waste disposal needs for 47 people!
28,702 kWh of Electricity - Enough power to fulfill the annual electricity needs of 2 homes!
Avoided 32 Metric Tons of Greenhouse Gas Emissions - Recycling these materials helps create cleaner air!
48,920 Gallons of Water - Represents enough fresh water to meet the daily needs of 652 people!

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Roads
Well, it is that time of year again where we need to talk SNOW!!  We had our first big snowstorm and I want to give a huge THANK YOU to our public works department who handled the hard work and long hours of the storm with grace, professionalism and efficiency.  
I would also like to ask for help making their load as light as possible as they plow our streets while we are tucked away warmly in our beds.  They clear as much of the road as possible without causing damage.  It is the resident’s responsibility to clear his or her own driveway, walkways and mailbox.  When clearing these areas, please be courteous.  Do not push snow into and/or across the road.  This makes it very difficult for the plows, as the snow becomes ice.  
I would also like to remind all of our citizens of the ordinance regarding parking on the street during these winter months.  Ordinance 6-2-1 reads as follows:
C. Parking During Winter Months:
1.     No person, who owns or has possession, control or custody of any vehicle, shall park, or allow or permit another to park, any such vehicle upon any public street or in city rights of way between the hours of one o'clock (1:00) A.M. and eight o'clock (8:00) A.M., between the months and days of December 1 to March 1.
2.      During all times, other than those set forth in subsection C1 of this section, no person, who owns or has possession, custody or control of any vehicle, shall park, or allow or permit another to park, any such vehicle upon any public street when the removal of snow from the streets is necessary, apparent or imminent, and seventy two (72) hours after the snowstorm event.
Lastly, I would like to take a moment to thank all of you who supported and voted for me to continue to have the opportunity to serve our little city.  I sincerely appreciate it.  As always I will continue to be diligent in listening and hearing your concerns, being open-minded to all points of discussion, and keeping Uintah the amazing city it has always been!
