WATER: Weber Basin has recommended/requested that we purchase an additional 45 acre-feet of water.  This is because we use too much at once (during the summer months). According to our current contract (448 acre-feet) the most we can use on a single day is 800,000 gallons. We currently use about 1,000,000 gallons a day on our peak days. We have to purchase more water to increase our peak day demand allotment even if we don't need it for the rest of the year. That is how they set up all their contracts and all cities abide by the same formula.
