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Last month, I attended a meeting with other Weber County Sherriff contract cities to discuss the calculation by which the cities should be charged for the service of the Sherriff’s Department.  Many options were presented, and after 2 hours of discussion I presented a motion to the committee that was unanimously adopted.  The next step is to have the County Commissioners analyze and vote on the motion.  If the motion is not accepted by the County Commissioners, Weber County Sherriff’s Department will charged an additional $14K for the 2017 budget year ($127K total contract amount), which could mean a tax increase to the citizens of Uintah City.  I don’t agree with the additional cost so I commit to you that I will fight to ensure the voice of a small city is heard and our plight of limited funds is understood by the committee and the commissioners.  Another meeting is scheduled for January 18th where I will continue the posture of no cost increase to the city for the Sherriff’s service.
