WATER 
Public Works dept has received calls inquiring about hard water and water softeners levels. For anyone else wondering, the hard water level in Uintah is 190. Public works recommends setting your water softener level between 11 and 15. 

GARBAGE/RECYCLING
Waste Management remains firmly committed to recycling. A testament to their long-term dedication to sustainability practices in Utah is the $17 million dollar investment WM has made to construct a new state-of-the-art Material Recovery Facility (MRF) in Salt Lake City. The MRF is scheduled to ramp to full production by the end of July. Recycling preserves our precious natural resources and contributes to a cleaner environment for generations to come.  WM will continue to process recyclables at their facility and find domestic buyers who use the materials recovered in Utah to make new products.
 
To keep recycling sustainable for the long-term, we need residents to do their part. That means knowing what’s recyclable and only putting these items in the recycling bin. The only items that residents should put in curbside recycling carts are: plastic bottles, jugs and tubs; aluminum and steel food and beverage cans; paper; and flattened cardboard.  These items should be clean and dry (no food or liquids) and placed loose in the recycling cart (no bags). Following these simple guidelines will ensure that our recyclables get a new life and will help us keep Utah safe, clean and green.
