BUDGET The budget will be voted on 16 June 2020. I am happy to say that we did not increase taxes. In fact, the certified rate that we get from the county, went down a little. We were able to address needs and a few wants. We are concerned how Covid-19 will affect this year's budget so we were conservative on revenue and held expenses down.
I have addressed my concern that the Sheriff’s office costs would go way up.
By a vote of the contract cities the WCSO did not hire more deputies but may do so after the first of the year. Our costs went from $121,000 per year to $127,000 per year. Thanks to city staff for their help.
VOTING You should have received your primary ballots by now, please vote!
WATER We have started the preliminary work to improve and expand the Bybee water tank. As we get into outdoor watering season please CONSERVE.
FIRE DEPT. We need volunteers!! If this is of interest to you contact Chief Sacco.
UDAYS I hope you have been able to see the new lights on the U. We hope during these troubling times that the U may have a unifying effect as it did when it was first put on the mountain.

Public Works dept has received calls inquiring about hard water and water softeners levels. For anyone else wondering, the hard water level in Uintah is 190. Public works recommends setting your water softener level between 11 and 15. 

We are moving forward with two large projects aimed at improving water storage, fire suppression, emergency storage and delivery. 
The first project you’ll notice construction, will be for upsizing the supply line running into the west side of town. This project has been identified by the city engineer as a necessary step in planning and preparing for the future needs of Uintah.  The majority of this project will be paid for by cost sharing and a grant. 
The Second project is the demolition and reconstruction of the Bybee storage tank. As you may remember from past newsletters, the Bybee tank has started showing its age with cracks and leaks. As all concrete tanks do, they deteriorate and need to be replaced before they pose a health and safety risk. There is current work to secure grants and monies to help ease the burden. Thankfully, past elected officials have been preparing for these large projects and savings are available.  

U DAYS
The “U” has historical significance in our community as a symbol of unity. Once divided by violence and unrest, the town was able to heal through service to become “Uintah United”. We thought in light of current events, we could use a reminder that we have more that unites us than divides us, and we’re stronger together.

Did you know -- 
1. [image: ]Currently opioid overdose death rates are highest in rural counties in Central Utah, followed closely by our own Weber County which has a higher rate than all other urban counties including Salt Lake, Davis, and Utah.
1. On average, 523 Utahns die each year as a result of drug overdose.
1. Since 2002, opioids, or prescription pain medications have been responsible for more drug deaths in Utah than all other drug categories, including illicit drugs.
1. Who’s at risk? Everyone that uses an opioid is potentially at risk. Clinical studies have shown that a person taking opioids can become physically dependent in just seven days. 
1. There is no such thing as safe leftover medicine. 74% of Utahns with an opioid addiction get them from a friend or family member.
