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Summer came in like a lion in May and the heat caused quicker snow melt which means more run off. These events have made for some swift deep water in the Weber River so please be mindful of these warnings and stay out of water that has been deemed dangerous. Please be safe and aware of any news of dangerous waterways in your area.
Just a reminder, the Open Burn Season has ended and no open burns are permitted until the Fall Burn season. As a reminder the potential for fire during the summer is high even though the moisture during the winter was excessive. So please take all precautions needed to keep your property and community safe from fire during the summer months. 

Chief Pope had the distinctive honor of being one of 60 of 1200 national rural fire chief’s chosen to attend the NFPA Rural Fire Symposium to assist NFPA assess fire and life safety needs and to gain a clear picture of rural fire department challenges related to prevention. The firefighters took part in extra training in the month of May. Maintaining certifications for firefighter’s and EMS personnel is time consuming and requires dedication. Did you that that your fire department is now staffed 24 hours a day, seven days a week, 365 days of the year? It is our commitment to the Uintah community to maintain the level of safety, experience and professionalism that you deserve.

In the month of May the department was dispatched to more than eight calls ranging from a swift water rescue to a grass fire. The department was also called out to a cardiac arrest, traffic accident, illegal burn, a sick person, two psychiatric patients and an unknown problem 

As a reminder we have two programs FREE to all Uintah residents. We have partnered with Red Cross to install smoke detectors free of charge to those Uintah homes that do not have them, or do not have an adequate amount of them. We also offer free home safety checks. These checks are to assist you in pointing out possible safety issues you may have in your home.
