 Drinking Water Protections Against COVID-19
State officials say there is no need to stock up on surplus bottled water due to Coronavirus
The Utah Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) wants residents to know that their public water supply is safe. In the case of quarantine or outbreak related to the coronavirus, public drinking water systems are designed to continuously deliver safe drinking water to your tap.
“Drinking water treatment and disinfection has effectively protected Utah’s population for many decades. These protections will safeguard residents against drinking-water-borne viral infections—including coronavirus,” says Marie Owens, Director of DEQ’s Division of Drinking Water. “There is no need for residents to stock up on surplus bottled water in preparation for a potential outbreak of coronavirus.”
Projects 
In an effort to upgrade infrastructure and plan for the future, we have partnered with a neighboring city for a joint project. There is precedent with other municipalities partnering together in a similar manner when mutually beneficial. Both South Weber and Uintah have identified a need to replace and upsize the main water line running along Cottonwood drive. Currently the aging waterline (30+ yrs) is undersized per state code and our City Engineer has recommended a 12” line to support future buildout. The new waterline will supply Uintah and the South Weber residents along Cottonwood drive. Usage will continue to be monitored and billed separately by Weber Basin. Weber Basin Water District is in full support of our communities working together and agreed to contribute to the project. This partnership will save the City nearly $320,000.00, allowing this money to be used elsewhere when needed. 
As discussed in previous newsletters, the City has been in violation of peak water usage with Weber Basin. The City of Uintah has signed a contract to purchase an additional 20 acre-feet of water from Weber Basin. Our Peak water usage suggested a need to purchase closer to 45 acre-feet, we were successful in negotiating a lower amount to save the City approximately $16,000/year. Even with this purchase, there is still a need to be mindful and conserve during the hottest months. 
We are a small City working on a limited budget/savings, every effort is being made to use money responsibly while maintaining current needs and planning for our future.
