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During the month of October Uintah City Fire Department focused on Fire Prevention Week. This campaign is an annual campaign focusing on fire safety. Over the past three years, the focus has been on smoke detectors. Do you have enough smoke detectors in your home?  Did you know that Uintah City Fire Department has partnered with American Red Cross and is offering free smoke detectors and installation for Uintah residents? During October the fire department was called to four medical calls and a traffic accident. Winter is just around the corner, so ensure your vehicle gets winterized and you give extra time when driving, and please keep you and your family safe. Thank you for following the rules and regulations of the fall burn. We appreciate that there were no illegal burns or damage done because of them.  In October the department personnel have been busy with training. There are multiple members of the department enrolled in Advanced EMT and EMT class, and the EMR (Emergency Medical Responder) training has recently finished. With an ADO-Apparatus Driver Operator class beginning with two other firefighters.  Soon all firefighters will not only have their fire certifications, they will all have medical training ranging from EMR to Advanced EMT as well. 

We would like to thank all of the Uintah City residents who came out to see us at this year’s Trunk or Treat and Open House on Halloween. It was nice to share the station remodel with our community. There is noting better than meeting the community we serve on a more personal basis.

The department is continuing to build a CERT (Community Emergency Response Team) Program for the city of Uintah. The CERT program educates people about disaster preparedness for hazards that may impact their area and trains them in basic disaster response skills, such as fire safety, light search and rescue, team organization, and disaster medical operations. Using the training learned in the classroom and during exercises, CERT members can assist others in their neighborhood or workplace following an event when professional responders are not immediately available to help. CERT members also are encouraged to support emergency response agencies by taking a more active role in emergency preparedness projects in their community. 

Just a reminder, we are always looking for volunteers both firefighter and support staff. Support volunteers complete tasks such as helping around the station, assisting in maintaining our equipment, fundraising, website maintenance among others.
