During the last city council meeting, the council conducted an open session giving the citizens of Uintah and opportunity to discuss the option of working with UDOT and the Division of Wildlife Resources to take possession of land west of 6850 South at little to no cost ($10) to the city.  I was very impressed by the number of people who attend the meeting and was equally impressed with the thoughts and concerns of the homeowners that live in the area.  Thank you for your participation and thoughts.

Currently, the area west of 6850 is strife with trespassers making fires, partying, camping, and other prohibited activities.  Even though the area is within the city limits, the property is privately owned and therefore we don’t have the authority to access or police the area, which is concerning.  In order for the city to keep the area safe from prohibited activities, the land will need to be watch over by a concerning body, private person, or the city, which is the reason for the conversation to take ownership of this land.  Having said that, I think it is important to convey that the council will act on behalf of the citizens, and move in a direction that will provide a secure area for our citizens.  

Another thought that is on my mind is the massive increase in the amount of water the city has purchased.  I know we are coming to the end of summer and the use of culinary water for watering lawns will decrease; However, we all need to be mindful during the off season to find ways to conserve water.  If the use of culinary water for lawns continues at the current pace, the city will be in jeopardy of the rising cost of water.  A couple of weeks ago, the Weber Basin Water Conservancy told us that we will have a 6% to 7% increase in water cost every year for the next ~8 years. When this happen, the increase in use cost and the increase in water cost will be the burden of the homeowner.  May we all be mindful that we live in a high desert and conservation is our responsibility.

August was a quiet month for the department for calls. With the heat and high probability of fires, we would like to thank you for doing your part to keep the Uintah City community safe. The calls that were responded to were one medical call, a grass fire and a structure fire, and no structures or out buildings were damaged. 

Just a reminder we have had a dry hot summer, and although the month of August has ended and fall is in the air, still be mindful of fire hazards around your home, and where you may vacation in our beautiful mountain region. The temperatures have cooled down but the vegetation is still very dry and a high fire danger. Did you know that if a fire starts in your home you have just two minutes to escape? Having a working smoke alarm reduces the risk of death from a home fire by 50%. In partnership with the American Red Cross, the Uintah City Fire Department wants to help your household. If you do not have working smoke alarms, please contact the Fire Department to set up an appointment for us to install FREE smoke alarms in your home.

As the remodeled Station 91 is nearing completion, we are excited to share the station with all of you. The building has changed, but the passion for firefighting, the dedication to the city of Uintah and desire to train to be the best firefighter/EMT’s for the community have only become deeper rooted. Please watch for dates and times for activities celebrate the opening.

The Uintah City Fire Department is in the process of building a CERT (Community Emergency Response Team) for the city of Uintah. We are beginning recruiting and meetings have been planned. We look forward to the Uintah community to volunteer to keep their community safe in the event of a disaster.
