Minutes for Meeting of July 13, 1016

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Adam Anderko

A motion was made by Blair Westergard and seconded by Dorene Stever to accept the May 10th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Kimberly Giles advised that the LEPC conference has been changed to September 1st.  More training information is available on their website at www.publicsafety.utah.gov/emergencymanagement.
Clayne Shakespear advised there were diesel spills on Hwy 83 near the Walmart Distribution Center and one at Exit 378 on I-15, both having been cleaned up.  There was also a diesel spill near the Port of Entry and Smith and Edwards that is scheduled for clean up and a hydraulic fluid spill on the east bench in Brigham City.  Clayne also responded to a hazmat waste dumpsite near Lucin that is still pending, as they are trying to determine what it is.  The owner is out of Washington and they are trying to locate contact information.  There is also a slow diesel leak in Elwood near Arby’s that the State is working on.
Art Deyo from the State Fire Marshal’s Office advised DEQ got a call that a person with a radiation detector got a reading near Smith and Edwards exit in northern Weber County.  It was determined that it is naturally occurring, coming from a spring and is water soluble.  
Kevin Christensen advised that the Healthcare Coalition is having a region wide functional mass casualty exercise November 3, possibly at the fairgrounds from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

Mike Weibel advised that the first reported zika related death occurred in Utah, although the person had other health issues so it is undetermined if zika was the cause.  Mike is working with the BRHD PIO to host an informative meeting on zika for the public.

At this time there was discussion on grant money usage, to include covering administrative costs, having hazmat related handouts (pamphlets, magnets, etc.) for the Expo, equipment (which must be preapproved by the State).  $3456 is available with an 80/20 split, and it must be spent and grant paperwork completed and to Kimberly by the end of September.  

At this time a motion was made by Steve Batis and seconded by Joseph Bach to close the discussion.  

Kevin Christensen made a motion to allow the Executive Committee authority to spend the grant money, after the LEPC members have given the Committee ideas with a deadline of July 31st, seconded by Steve Batis.  Motion carried.

Mike Weibel advised that the BRHD after hour numbers are 435-716-8771 and 877-229-8825.  Mike also gave an overview of a medical needs shelter exercise he attended in Coeur d'alene Idaho.

Steve Batis advised that Tremonton City Days is July 23rd.

Daniel Garvin from Brigham City Hospital advised that their construction is continuing with completion expected in February 2017.  

Dorene Stever from Bear River Valley Hospital advised their Suicide Prevention Coalition Awareness walk is Friday at Jeannie Stevens Park in Tremonton.  

Art Deyo handed out a flyer on TERT training in Anniston, Alabama September 12th through 15th, all expenses paid.  For more info contact Art.  Art also advised that the federal radiation dump in New Mexico will tentatively be back in operation March 2017, which will add to the waste going through Utah.  They are looking at setting up training on this on a Saturday.  Joseph Bach offered their facility as a possible site for the training.  

Eric Andersen advised that the Regional Hazmat Drill has been changed to October 8th.  Eric also suggested having the CST give a presentation at a future meeting and also having a presentation on the mosquito issue.  

Jonathan Kavanagh from West Liberty Foods reminded everyone about the Regional Hazmat Drill at West Liberty Foods, and he will be getting with the LEPC training committee.  He also advised that West Liberty Foods would be willing to help fund the Preparedness Expo.

Blair Westergard from ATK advised that they could possibly assist with flyers and publications for the Expo.

Jeff Hadfield advised that the County Building (Courthouse) had a main sewer line break last Friday, July 8th, which has now been repaired.  

There was discussion on the LEPC Executive Committee, and after looking at the By Laws it was determined that the committee consists of the  the Chair, the Vice Chair, the Director and three others.  Kevin Christensen, Dorene Stever and Jonathan Kavanagh were nominated.

Mike Weibel made a motion to accept the three nominees with Steve Batis seconding the motion.  Motion carried.

At 10:08 a motion was made by Kevin Christensen and seconded by Steve Batis to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
