Minutes for Meeting of September 13, 2017

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Tory Jackman, and was held at the Box Elder County Sheriff Office.

A motion was made by Paul Strebel and seconded by Dorene Stever to accept the August 9th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

There was discussion on the new LEPC handbooks, and everyone thought they looked great.  

A vote was taken on using the remainder of the LEPC grant money to purchase pamphlets about sheltering in place during a hazmat incident.  The vote to approve was unanimous.  

Heidi Flansberg from the Health Department advised that she should have the final report on the Brigham City retention pond incident by the end of the week.   Also, on August 31st there was a diesel spill and fire at a fatal accident on 1100 S in Brigham City between a U.S. Foods truck and a passenger vehicle.  The clean up company is in the process of getting permits.

Heidi further advised that signs have been posted at Mantua reservoir warning of toxic algae. 

Eric Andersen from the training committee advised there will be a presentation by the Northern Utah Humane Society on sheltering animals and other issues with animals during emergencies at the October 11th LEPC meeting.

There was discussion on the fires in the County this year with approximately 100 fires to date.

Kevin Christensen stated the Healthcare Coalition has purchased four isolation pods to be used by EMS and hospitals for transporting infected persons, and there was discussion on if there would be a need to purchase chemical related pods for transporting chemically contaminated persons.  The infection related pods cost approximately $3000 each and the chemical related ones are approximately $5000 each.   There are five non chemical isolation pods available in the region.  

Kevin also advised that the coalition will have a webinar based tabletop exercise September 14th on infectious disease response, and they are planning a functional exercise the end of October.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Kevin also started a discussion on the need for nursing homes to have good evacuation plans and advised that the Coalition is pushing the need for preplanning.  

There was discussion on the recent hurricanes and that it is better to donate money to the Red Cross so they can purchase what is needed as opposed to sending items.  

Steven Keene advised that the repeaters have been upgraded with the exception of Dunn Peak.  

Dorene Stever advised the Northern Box Elder County Suicide Prevention Coalition is having a town hall meeting tomorrow, September 14th, at 6:00 p.m. at the fairgrounds. 

Janet Bass stated that the Weber County Emergency Response Plan is completed and copies are available if needed.

Eric Andersen advised that ten mosquito testing stations in Box Elder County have tested positive for West Nile Virus

At 9:45 a.m. a motion was made to adjourn the meeting by Jeff Hadfield and seconded by Steven Keene.  Motion carried.

The next LEPC meeting is October 11th at the Sheriff’s Office.
