Minutes for Meeting of October 11, 2017

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Tory Jackman, and was held at the Box Elder County Sheriff’s Office.

A motion was made by Paul Strebel and seconded by Janet Bass to accept the September 13th  meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Mark Millett shared the sheltering pamphlets that were purchased with HMEP grant money.  Mark also had flyer and newspaper insert samples and suggested possibly using something like that for community outreach with this year’s grant money.  Mark is also working on an LEPC logo, and he plans on being more proactive with Tier 2 businesses.

There was discussion on the destruction of the house near Honeyville and that the History Channel will have a show on it possibly in March.  

Kimberly Giles advised they have a lot of training available on their website at www.publicsafety.utah.gov/emergencymanagement.

Wade also advised that they are now using the Eventbrite website to sign up for training, stating it is a lot easier than Utrain.  He also advised that there are videos available on chlorine, ethanol and ammonia.  

Heidi Flansberg advised the retention pond reports are now in, but they are still working on the clean up of the August 31st accident at 1100 S.

Eric Andersen advised a radiation class is coming up.  

Randy Session from Mosquito Abatement introduced himself.  He advised there are now 49 cases of West Nile Virus in the State with three, possibly four in Box Elder County.  27 horses have been infected, four in Box Elder County with two being put down.  

Col Gabriel Lopez, the EOC Director at HAFB, introduced himself.

At this time nominations were made for the new LEPC co chair.  Eric Andersen nominated Heidi Flansberg with Blair Westergard seconding the nomination.  No further nominations were made.  Motion carried for Heidi being the new co chair.

At this time Eric Andersen gave a presentation on the Humane Society of Northern Utah in Corinne, stating it is not part of 211 yet, but they are working on it.  There was discussion on sheltering animals in emergencies.  Eric also advised there is low cost spay and neutering available in South Ogden, 0 to $10 depending on the situation.

At 9:45 a.m. a motion was made by Eric Andersen to adjourn the meeting with Phil Langhus seconding the motion.  Motion carried
