The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Heidi Flansberg, and was held at the Box Elder County Sheriff’s Office.

Excused from the meeting were Tory Jackman and Mark Millett.

A motion was made by Blair Westergard and seconded by Janet Bass to accept the October 11th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Kimberly Giles advised the next SERC meeting is December 6th at 1:00 p.m. at the DEQ in Salt Lake City.  You can also participate by call in at 877-820-7831, pin 673825.   Kimberly also stated that the LEPC grant will be $5000 this year.   Also, there is an Active Shooter exercise today at the Capitol, and there is Active Shooter Stop the Bleed Training available.  There is a lot of training available on their website at www.publicsafety.utah.gov/emergencymanagement.  

There is a three day Active Shooter training at the Weber County Sheriff’s Office December 6th through the 8th from 8am to 5pm, followed by an exercise at the Swanson Center.

Heidi Flansberg advised that the August 31st accident at 1100 S is now cleaned up.  On October 17th Union Pacific RR in Brigham City overfilled and had a spill of 50 gallons which was immediately cleaned up.   Also, at the I15/I84 split a semi had a driveline break and ruptured a saddle tank.  Only two gallons made it to the soil and this has been cleaned up.  

Wade Francis from the State Fire Marshall’s Office advised they are now using the Eventbrite website to sign up for training.  There is a Hazmat Train the Trainer class coming up January 23rd through the 26th in North Davis County, and there will be others in Sandy and Southern Utah.   Also, the Pipeline Training/Meetings are coming up in January with one in Logan and Kaysville, and others further south.  More info to come.   Wade also had handouts on Fentanyl response and Initial Response cards, as well as videos on response for anhydrous ammonia, ethanol and chlorine.  

There was discussion on the Fentanyl issue.

Marsha advised of the upcoming Peer Exchange in Weber County and the flyer and agenda were handed out.

Kevin Christensen advised that the Healthcare Coalition has been active in exercises, and there have been lessons learned with the recent hurricanes and shootings.  The Crisis Standards of Care is now in final draft form, and there will be training available.   Through the Pandemic Functional Exercise with all six counties in the NUHCC, there have been lessons learned and they are looking at using Web EOC or some other system.  

Andrew Stokes was introduced as the backup for Heidi and Josh at the BRHD.

Heidi advised that she and Tory are wanting to set some goals for the LEPC this year, including getting more involvement from businesses and the community and working closer with the LEPC committees.  There was discussion on this and some suggestions were to provide training, packets to be handed out to businesses, business or organization of the year plaque and ad hoc committees.  Any other suggestions for goals will be appreciated.

There was also discussion on scheduling LEPC meetings at different locations including a presentation and/or tour of the facilities, such as the new water plant, Malt O Meal, Tremonton Auto liv, Nucor Steel, IFA, the Co Op, propane companies, Procter & Gamble, Storm and ATK.

At 10:00 a.m. a motion was made by Kimberly Giles to adjourn the meeting with Kris Harrop seconding the motion.  Motion carried
