A motion was made by Dorene Stever and seconded by Paul Strebel to accept the October 10th   meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Mark Millett advised that he has been approved for a new industrial level drone that has the potential for detecting/monitoring hazmat incidences.  Mark also advised that he learned at the LEPC Conference that the HMEP grant uses are being narrowed down.

Mark stated that the Peer Exchange is now region wide and they are looking for swag giveaways.  Mark was approved by the LEPC to use $150 of the grant money.

Mark also advised that a Medical Shelter Trailer is being put together.  

There was discussion on using the grant money, and Mark suggested doing a newspaper insert/handout and he had samples that other LEPCs have used.  Melanie Teela suggested getting the Chamber involved.  Also, T-shirts or polo shirts were suggested and Dorene Stever and Tiffine Bingham are in charge of ordering the shirts.  A motion was made by Blair Westergard and seconded by Steve Batis to accept the grant money use above.  Motion carried.

Mark suggested adding Business Resiliency as part of the LEPC group to get more businesses involved.  It was also suggested to get the Chamber of Commerce involved and possibly doing a flyer or mass mailing.  Spencer Checketts also suggested getting the Small Business Administration involved.  It was decided that breakfast will be included beginning with the February meeting.  

There was discussion on the Hazmat Plan, and a copy of the current plan will be emailed to LEPC members.

Kimberly Giles advised the UEMA Conference is January 9th and 10th and the Shakeout is April 18th.  There is a lot of free training available on their website at dem.utah.gov. Also, they are available to do free training at businesses.  

Tiffine Bingham advised there is a Regional Fire School in April.  

There was discussion on Tier 2 reporting/training, and Wade Francis is going to look into a training for the February LEPC meeting, and he will also look for a link for on line training.

Wade Francis advised there is Hazmat Incident Manager Certification Training December 10th and 11th in South Davis and December 13th and 14th in Sandy.  You can sign up on Eventbrite and contact Wade if you need the code.

Wade also advised of a Hazmat Operations Class beginning January 18th.  This class runs for three weeks, Monday through Friday, eight hours a day.  This training could also be conducted over a longer period of time (nights/weekends) for those who can’t commit to three weeks. Contact Wade for more information on this.
