The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m., and was held at Niagara Bottling.

The meeting began with introductions around the table to include some new attendees; Joshua Milsap from Nucor Building Systems, Katie Hoyt from Envirocare, Jason Van Orden from Storm Products, Karen Caldwell from Corinne City and Cyndi Petersen Lanham from USU Brigham Campus.
 
After the Minutes from the last meeting were reviewed a motion was made to accept the December meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Mark Millett gave an overview of the reason for LEPC’s and the Right to Know Act.  He also advised that there is a new Tier 2 update which will be attached to the Minutes.  Mark also stated that there will be new spill reporting requirements.  See attached.  Mark also advised that there is a Business Resiliency Program available and to contact either Kimberly or him for more information.

Kimberly Giles reminded everyone that the Shakeout is April 16th; for more information go to their website at www.shakeout.org/utah.  Also, the Public Safety Summit is May 18th in St. George, the PIO conference is September 22nd through 23rd in St. George, and the Flood Plain Conference will be in Park City in October.  Kimberly also advised that the State is working on a catastrophic earthquake plan, and there will be a full scale exercise on this next year.

Heidi Johnson gave the hazmat report, stating that between the November meeting and today there have been several small diesel spills from 10 to 35 gallons and all have been cleaned up.  Also, on January 28th  the southbound Port of Entry on I-15 had an incident where a truck from Valley Metals Recycling had some stuff in the back of their truck with a liquid called "Q-CAP-45". The driver explained they mix this solution with their metal shavings as a coolant oil to cool down their saws from cutting up the various metals. A little bit of research showed that it was mostly water based and could be easily cleaned up with some coconut absorbent and taken to the landfill. This liquid had frozen in their truck in Logan, and while headed to another destination, it was observed coming out of the truck (mostly near the back) and through various rusty spots because it melted as the temperatures got warmer down in the valley.
Steve Batis advised that Tremonton will have their Touch a Truck Safety Fair May 9th.  He also advised that there is an electronic EMT class March 1st and they may do an advanced class at a later date.   Steve also advised that there is Hazardous Awareness Training in Garland in March and Public Safety Training in Ogden June 2nd through the 4th.    

Mike Weibel gave an overview of the coronavirus.  He also informed the group that there is a Department of Global Mitigation Quarantine that works with the TSA reference diseases moving from country to country.   www.youtube.com/watch?v=L62OboMbcJ8 is a link to a youtube video about the DGMQ.  He also advised that the health department will be participating in a pandemic flu exercise June 1st and 2nd where they will be exercising their strategic stockpile plan. 

Marsha Andersen advised that the Tier 2 reports have been coming in.  The deadline is March 1st. 

A motion was made by Mike Weibel and seconded by Heidi Johnson to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:38 a.m.
