Minutes for Meeting of February 8, 2017

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Mike Weibel, and was held at the Brigham City Fire Station.

A motion was made by Jim Hess and seconded by Dennis Vincent to accept the December 14th  meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Wade Francis from the State Fire Marshall Office advised there is a lot of training available to include FIT and radiation, and requests for specific training is possible.

Mike Weibel gave the hazmat report advising there is no new info on the I84 MM28 spill.  On December 20th a dump truck tipped over near Tremonton Economy Storage and they are in the process of clean up, with additional follow up needed.  On December 28th a five gallon gas tank being dumped onto asphalt was witnessed.  There was less than a gallon spilled and no waterways were endangered.  

Kimberly Giles advised that she attended the Western Regional SERC meeting in Denver last week where the marijuana issues/problems were discussed.  Also, the next SERC meeting is March 21st  at 1:00 p.m. at the DEQ in Salt Lake City, and if you want to participate by telephone the number is 877-820-7831, pin 673825.  Kimberly also advised that the next project grants will be available after ApriI.  Information on additional training is available on their website at www.publicsafety.utah.gov/emergencymanagement.

There was discussion on an LEPC questionnaire that was sent out by Kimberly.  Kimberly advised that the results of the survey showed that the problem with outreach and businesses attending meetings is the same across the region.  Some LEPC’s charge the businesses a fee for Tier 2 submission.  There was discussion on streamlining the submission process.

Dennis Vincent advised their Flood Administration Control meetings began three weeks ago.  The snow poles on the mountain are measured weekly to determine the water expected to come down, and the water can be diverted to Mantua Reservoir or the creek, which is cleaned out every year.  He also advised that only a few sandbags have been handed out.  Also, there is presently some water at the 1100 S exit area.  

Jim Hess advised there is an IS300 class April 25th through 27th and an IS400 class May 23rd and 24th that you can sign up for on Utrain.  A 402 class is also being looked at, but is not yet scheduled.  Jim also advised that a policy is being worked on reference to supplying sandbags, and the County is supplying a belly dump of sand to each community.   Jim also advised that EOC exercises are being conducted in Tremonton.  

Eric Andersen advised that the training committee is working on the Tier 2 presentation for the April meeting.  Eric also gave an update on the mosquito and West Nile virus issue. 

Mark Crane from Envirocare offered to do a presentation for the May LEPC meeting on small businesses with hazmat issues.  

Mike Weibel advised the Medical Reserve Corp has received grants for training our first response community in handling mental health issues they may encounter, and for an epidemiological investigation team.  Mike also advised that the Medical Reserve Corp will be doing a one day training.  

At this time Wade Francis from the State Fire Marshall Office did a presentation on the 2016 ERG.

At 10:20 a.m. a motion was made by Joseph Bach and seconded by Blair Westergard to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
