DIRECTOR’S  REPORT

Mark Millet gave the Director’s Report, and there was discussion on uses for the HMEP grant funds.  Suggestions were to use it for outreach and education.  Mark will be talking to other emergency managers on past practices for some other ideas.

FLOODING

Mark also gave an update on the County flooding issue explaining that we had 200 to 400 percent more precipitation in December, January and February followed by a quick warm up.  Preliminary Damage Assessments are in progress, and with Cache County we have met the $3.9 million threshold  for a Federal Disaster Declaration and FEMA response.  

There is a meeting tonight at the Fairgrounds to include Farm Bureau, the canal companies, culinary water, Flood Districts, Drainage Districts and Brian McInerny from the weather service relating to agricultural issues.  

Creating a Master Flood Plan is being looked in to.



HAZMAT REPORT

On February 20th at MM 38 on I84 there was a fatal truck accident with one to two gallons of diesel fuel spilled.

On February 24th at MM 356 in the I15 median there was a truck crash with 75 to 100 gallons of diesel fuel spilled.

Procter & Gamble had a 50 gallon diesel spill.

STATE REPORT

Wade Francis gave the State report stating they are looking at setting up a nuclear protection program.  He also advised there was an exercise in Salt Lake City yesterday on radiation terrorism called Isotope Crossroads.  See below for upcoming training Wade advised of.  He also advised that other training can be brought in, and they are currently looking at doing an EPA monitoring class.

OTHER

Joe Hawkins advised he attended National Emergency Management Fundamentals training.

Blair Westergard advised that Tremonton Fire is hosting a regional fire school April 20th and 21st, and there is a suicide class tomorrow with another pertaining to spouses April 21st.

Dorene Stever advised they will be having a suicide prevention presentation at the Fairgrounds next Thursday, March16th.

Kevin Christensen advised there will be an earthquake exercise May 8th through 12th with the Idaho Healthcare Coalition, to include CERT and the Medical Reserve Corp.

There was a presentation on Tremonton PD’s canine and fundraiser.
