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Kimberly Giles reminded everyone that the Public Safety Summit is May 22nd and 23rd in St. George and there will be some good hazmat classes.  The agenda is on their website.  Also, the next SERC meeting is June 19th at 1:00 p.m., and a call in number will also be available.  

Heidi Flansberg from the Health Department advised the February 26th 50 gallon oil spill has been cleaned up.  On March 3rd there was a spill of 45 gallons of diesel outside of Snowville, and Lincoln Environmental is doing the clean up.  On March 22nd there was 100 gallons of used oil spilled at Nucor Steel that has been cleaned up.  Also, on March 26th there was a sewage spill into the Malad River in Tremonton that has also been cleaned up.  

Heidi also advised that she had a meeting with Gina Allen from the County Landfill about having a household hazardous waste collection day, and it was decided to do education at the Expo this year and possibly do the collection next year.  Heidi also advised that they will take some household hazardous waste at the landfill, but it needs to be separated.

Wade Francis from the Fire Marshall’s Office advised there is a Hazmat IQ class coming up in Herriman.  The Fire Marshall’s Office is using Eventbrite to sign up for training.  Wade also advised there are no out of pocket expenses for classes in Anniston, and the out of pocket expenses for classes in Soccoro are reimbursable.  Wade also advised there is a Utah based training coming up.

Eric Andersen advised that you need a FEMA ID number to sign up for the classes at Anniston and Sacorro, and for out of state classes you also need approval once you have signed up.
