The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m., and was held via teleconference.

After the Minutes from the last meeting were reviewed a motion was made by Heidi Johnson and seconded by Janet Bass to accept the March meeting Minutes.  Motion approved.

Mark Millett advised that the Covid 19 cases are tapering down with only six active cases in the county.  The county total to date is 21.  Hoping to phase down to “yellow” by the end of the week.  Mark has been working on getting PPE’s for first responders and small businesses.  These are available for pick up by small businesses at the building south of the DI.

Masks are available for all Utahns through the State.

Mark also advised that the east canal out of Cutler reservoir has been breached near Camp Fife with a mudslide into the Bear River causing some irrigation issues.  

Heidi advised that the Health Department has been very busy working with restaurants and small businesses.  They currently have no health order in place and are following State guidelines.

Kimberly advised that she has been busy working with city and county municipalities on Covid 19 issues.  The Public Safety Summit has been cancelled.

Heidi Johnson gave the hazmat report, advising there was a small diesel spill at about mile marker 19.5 on SR 30 that has been cleaned up.  Also, the Washakie issue is making progress, but still has a lot to fix/adjust.  The State is over the enforcement.  There was a 150 to 200 gallon diesel spill on northbound I15 at the Honeyville exit on March 13th; pending cleanup.  On April 1st there was a cement truck rollover in Willard with a small amount of diesel spilled.  This has been cleaned up.
Wade Francis advised that he has been working from home, and he has a small amount of PPE suits available.

Monica Holdaway advised that she has been working from home, as their office has been closed to the public.  She has made contact with many of the businesses, and they are either doing very well or not at all.  Many annual events in the county are undecided.  
Eric advised that there is a lot of online training available at firstrespondertraining.gov.  Also, Wade is to provide links for short online video training that is available, as well as a list of recommended sanitizers.
Lori Reed from the EPA commended us for conducting the meeting via teleconferencing.
