Minutes for Meeting of June 13, 2018

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Tory Jackman, and was held at the Box Elder County Sheriff’s Office.

Excused from the meeting were Joe Hawkins, Dennis Vincent, Blair Westergard, Eric Andersen and Jim Hess.

A motion was made by Paul Strebel and seconded by Dorene Stever to accept the May 9th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Mark advised that the Preparedness Expo was a success, and he thanked the LEPC for helping sponsor the event.  Mark also advised that the Mass Fatality Trailer is now on line and it may be expanded beyond mass fatality.  Anyone interested can tour the trailer after the meeting.

Kimberly advised there is an Infrastructure Resilience Conference September 12th at the Salt Palace Convention Center in SLC.  There is Planning for the Needs of Children training July 18th and the SERC meeting is June 19th at 1:00 p.m.  The call in number to participate is 877-820-7831, pin 673825.

Kimberly also advised that a high wild fire season is predicted for Northern Utah later in the summer.

The Air Show is the end of this month, and Phil Langhus suggested taking public transportation to attend the event.  

Phil also stated that he is looking at setting up a meeting in September at HAFB for emergency managers and LEPC’s regarding help that is available, how to request help, rules, etc.  

Heidi Flansberg from the Health Department advised that on May 12th there was a gas/diesel sheen in the canal at 7600 W in the Tremonton area right before the canal splits and a boom was used.  Also, last Tuesday a truck had an anhydrous ammonia leak; no clean up required, but the driver will be heavily fined.

Heidi also advised that there is a hazardous algae bloom on the Mantua Reservoir.  

Heidi stated that there was a lot of interest at the LEPC booth at the Expo, the flipcharts were popular as well as children enjoying it.

As to Business Outreach, Mark is waiting to get information from the SERC Advisory Board as to a profile of companies/businesses that meet reporting requirements for Tier 2 reporting.  

Dorene advised that the hospital had a prescreening booth set up at the Expo with a target goal of having 70 participants.  It was a huge success with 150 people participating.

Wade Francis from the State Fire Marshall’s Office advised training is available on Eventbrite.

There was discussion on possibly doing an LEPC website or Facebook page.  Mike Weibel volunteered to assist with this, and it was suggested that possibly the Training Committee could also assist.  This is to be a work in progress.
