The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Mike Weibel, and was held at the Box Elder County Sheriff Office.

A motion was made by Dorene Stever and seconded by Steve Batis to accept the May 10th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Mark Millett advised that the SERC Advisory Board is working on a central location for Tier 2 reports to be uploaded, as well as they are putting together information on best practices.  Mark will look into having Jim Buchanan from the Advisory Board at an LEPC meeting to give more information.

Mark also gave an update on the flood issue.

Wade Francis from the State Fire Marshall’s Office advised that the CDP in Anniston is changing to be more applicable to first responders.  Also, Art Deyo is working on the August 22/23 hazmat symposium.  

Heidi Flansberg from the Health Department advised that the February spill is all cleaned up.  She also gave an update on the Brigham retention pond hazmat issue, stating that some of the hazmat got into the storm drain, but was quickly stopped.  The water is still being tested.  On May 24th there was a less than 20 gallon diesel spill in the median on I 84 at MM9 near Snowville.

Blair Westergard stated that ATK will be doing a small abort motor test tomorrow.  

Dorene Stever from Bear River Valley Hospital advised they had an incident where a couple people came to the hospital after having been overcome by residue from an empty storage container, however, the patients didn’t know what had been in the container.  There was discussion on requirements, and per Mark Millett there should have been paperwork or markings on the container.  

Phil Langhus from HAFB advised they just signed their new Emergency Action Plan and emergency managers will be receiving a copy.  The HAFB aircraft hazard presentation has been moved to the August LEPC meeting.

Sara Andersen from West Liberty Foods passed out a flyer and advised everyone about the PAWS event in Tremonton this Saturday, June 17th.  

At this time the Red Cross did a blood supply presentation.

A motion was made by Jim Hess and seconded by Steve Batis to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 10:15 a.m.
