After the Minutes from the last meeting were reviewed a motion was made by Kevin Christensen and seconded by Kimberly Giles to accept the Minutes.  Motion carried.

Kimberly Giles advised the LEPC Conference will be held in the Capitol Auditorium on October 29th, and there is an Active Shooter Workshop August 20th.  Also, the State is working with UDOT and FEMA on a catastrophic earthquake plan.  Mitigation funding will be available for cities and a class is required for this scheduled for July 22nd and 23rd.  She also reminded everyone that there is a lot of training available on their website at DEM.Utah.gov.

Heidi gave the hazmat report, advising there was a car that went in to a canal in the Tremonton/Garland area.  More info will be available at a later date.

Eric reminded everyone that there is a lot of good training at firstrespondertraining.gov.  

Kevin Christensen advised there will be a Resource Rendezvous at the USU Brigham City Campus August 13th from 8:30 to noon reference evacuation training, to be followed by a Trailer and Health Care Coalition Response Rodeo with a tour/review of various emergency trailers.  

Mark Millett advised that he participated in the Fire Marshal Drone Conference at Dugway using infrared capabilities, which we have the same capabilities here in the county. 

Mark also advised that a 1300 feet section of the bluff above Petersen Park is sliding and has dropped a couple of feet pinching the Bear River.  A sluff pond has also been affected and the Health Department has been notified of this.

Mike Weibel advised that he has completed the AAR of the Medical Reserve Corp reference to the Golden Spike 150.  A flaw discovered was that the alert was put out for Wednesday through Saturday, and it should have been out for the entire event.  This will be added to their checklist for future events.

Mike also advised that they have a draft of access and functional needs access, emphasizing that everyone needs to take responsibility for planning and preparedness.

Wade Francis advised that there is an Oil Spill Response Training August 20th through the 22nd at the Bear River Wildlife Refuge, and Active Shooter Integrated Response training at Bonneville next week.

Commissioner Hadfield advised that fire season is beginning and the fair is coming up, with new rodeo stands having been built at the Fairgrounds.

At this time Kevin Christensen was thanked for all he has done for the LEPC.  This is his last meeting, as he is retiring August 1st.
