Minutes for Meeting of July 11, 2018

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m. by Heidi Flansberg, and was held at the Box Elder County Sheriff’s Office.

Excused from the meeting were Tory Jackman and Joe Hawkins.

A motion was made by Dorene Stever and seconded by Mark Millett to accept the June  13th meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

Kimberly advised the PIO conference is September 24th through the 26th in St. George, the Utah Emergency Managers Conference is October 16th and 17th, and the Flood Plain Conference is October 23rd through the 26th.  Also, there is a Red Cross VOAD exercise at Layton High School August 10th.  The SERC meeting is September 18th at 1:00 p.m., and the call in number to participate is 877-820-7831, pin 673825.

Heidi Flansberg from the Health Department advised that on June 25th a car went into the Bear River on SR 102 between Deweyville and Tremonton.  On June 29th a semi truck hit debris (furniture and a bike) on I 15 north of Smith and Edwards damaging fuel tanks.  The driver went to the Flying J at the next exit and 120 gallons of diesel was spilled into a storm drain.  The clean up report is coming.  On July 7th there was an anhydrous ammonia leak from a farmer’s tank; cleanup was contained at the scene.  

Eric Andersen advised of some upcoming training, to include bomb classes in Socorro NM (contact Art Deyo), the County EMT Conference in Brigham City September 22nd, a drone class at Salt Lake Community College September 11th, Pediatrics in Disasters at Davis Hospital November 19th and 20th, and Northern Regional Response Team Hazmat Tech Program September 3rd through the 21st.  
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Art Deyo gave an overview of the HMEP grant.  It needs to be used for hazardous materials, preferably transportation of hazmat.   Art also advised that grant money left over can be used for an extra project.  

Mark Millett inquired about doing a preparedness section in newspapers, and this could be done; it would just need to have a hazmat transportation component.

Dorene Stever advised that the Northern Box Elder County Suicide Prevention Coalition is having their walk July 13th at Jeannie Stevens Park in Tremonton.  Registration is at 7:30 p.m. with the walk starting at 8:00 p.m.  

Kevin Christensen advised the Northern Utah Healthcare Coalition Conference is August 2nd at the Box Elder County Fairgrounds.  Also, there is a Burn Care Mass Casualty course August 17th.  

There was discussion on Tier 2 reporting, and companies/businesses can be ordered to report Tier 2 if under the reporting threshold if they have dangerous chemicals of concern.

At this time there was a presentation by Mosquito Abatement.
