He has been working with Will Lusk from Cache County and the VOAD.  He is also looking in to forming a COAD (Community Organization Active in Disaster) group and a Bear River Resiliency Organization.  He has also been working with the County Commissioners on the use of the Cares Act money.

Heidi gave the hazmat report, advising that the June 1st spill has been cleaned up.  Also, on June 13th there was a 100 gallon diesel spill at mile marker 376 on I-15; clean up is pending.  On June 22nd a passenger truck caught fire at mile marker 32 on I-84.  All the fuel was burned up and no clean up is needed.  There was also a 400 gallon water spill with a ph of 12 at a construction site in Elwood.  This was contained and cleaned up.

Monica Holdaway advised that a survey was done with businesses at the beginning of the covid and another will be done to see what the impact on businesses is.  Peach Days is cancelled.
There was a short discussion on the possibility of pets passing the covid virus.
A motion was made by Mark Millett and seconded by Heidi Johnson to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 a.m.
