Mark Millett advised that the Goose Creek wildfire had become an issue with the Ruby Pipeline.  Mark also stated that final preparations are being made for the County Fair.

Kimberly Giles advised there are presently eight active fires in the state, with a total of over 800 fires this season, which has created the bad air quality. Kimberly also advised that they are looking for presenters for the LEPC Conference, and there is a free Infrastructure Resilience Conference September 12th at the Salt Palace.  Also, the State will be doing a full scale exercise and they are looking for evaluators.  Kimberly also reminded everyone that the Utah Emergency Managers Conference is October 16th and 17th.  

Heidi Flansberg advised the June 29th diesel spill has been cleaned up.  Also, on July 29th a possible algae bloom was seen on the Bear River in the area of the boat dock in Corinne.  The State did testing and she is waiting for the results.  The Health Department is also looking at signage warning people at Mantua Reservoir that there has been algae bloom there.

Eric Andersen advised of some upcoming training, to include explosives classes in Socorro NM September 16th to 20th.   Registration is open for the County EMT Conference in Brigham City September 22nd, but they were having problems signing up on the site.
