Minutes for Meeting  
August 12, 2020

The meeting was opened at 9:00 a.m., and was held at the Box Elder County Sheriff’s Office along with the option to attend via teleconference.

Steve Batis and Joe Hawkins were excused from the meeting.

After the Minutes from the last meeting were reviewed a motion was made by Mark Millett and seconded by Blair Westergard to accept the July meeting Minutes.  Motion approved.

Mark Millett advised he has been working on PPE’s with three pallets to go to the School District.  Also, the County has Cares Act money with some to be available for outreach.  He is also working with BRAG on the potential to assist with housing issues (rent, mortgages).  He is looking for information on the need for this.  Janet Bass suggested checking with the churches.

Mark also advised that the wild fire season has not been too bad this year.  However, there has been a locust problem in the Grouse Creek area and a Mormon cricket outbreak.

Kimberly Giles advised that the Governor’s Public Safety Summit is scheduled for May 25-26, 2021 at the Davis Conference Center.  The state is also asking for assistance from emergency managers and CERTS to determine how many people are wearing masks.  Salt Lake County mandates masks and has had a reduction in covid cases.

Wade Francis advised that they are trying to bring a lot of training on line, and Anniston classes have been pushed back a couple of months with none scheduled before October.  He also advised that they are still trying to get the Garland hazmat test set up.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Heidi gave the hazmat report, advising that the June 13th spill report has been received, but not yet reviewed.  On July 8th a semi hit debris eastbound on I-84 at mile marker 26 with a 75 gallon diesel spill; clean up is pending.  On July 12th a passenger car on a trailer came off the trailer on I 15 southbound at mile marker 356; clean up is complete.  On July 15th there was a 10 to 15 gallon diesel spill on I 84 eastbound at mile marker 40 with no clean up required, as the threshold is 25 gallons.  On July 18th there was a DUI related spill with a car going into the canal; clean up is complete.  On July 23rd there was a four semi collision in the Bear River bottoms on I 15 northbound; no clean up required due to it burning off.  On August 1st on 16800 North, west of Fielding there was an accident causing a spill.

Per Janet Bass, Business Outreach is still on hold due to the covid virus.

As to training, a lot has been put on hold or going to web based.  Heidi advised she did a web based hazmat training by Union Pacific Railroad that had a lot of good information.

Windy Anderson introduced herself.  She is a nurse at Procter & Gamble and is planning on attending the LEPC meetings regularly.  Windy also advised that they have not had any covid cases at P&G.  

Carl Mackley from the Bear River Water Conservancy advised they have updated the list of water suppliers in Box Elder County, and they also have a grant through the Hazardous Pipeline Institute to do an asset management system using GIS.  Mark advised that they get with the County GIS on this.
There was discussion on the soup kitchens doubling what they normally supply and also using Cares Act money for seniors and veterinary care for pets.  Mark advised that the use has to be covid related.
Lanette Sorensen from Garland City advised they currently have 17 projects using Cares Act funding.  She also has updated guidelines for the use of the funding along with a justification sheet.  
Blair Westergard stated they have two rocket launch tests coming up; one tomorrow the 13th at 1:00 p.m. and the other on September 12th.   He also advised that they have been busy and are still growing.
Phil Collins from the Health Department advised that the two hospitals in Box Elder County are doing well with only a ten percent capacity of covid patients, which is much lower than Cache County at 30 to 60 percent.  
Eric advised that the Region 8 EPA did a nice story on our LEPC in their newsletter.
A motion was made by Heidi Johnson and seconded by Lanette Sorensen to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:50 a.m.
