At this time Phil Collins introduced himself as Kevin Christensen‘s replacement, Bill Lloyd from UTA introduced himself and Max Daniel from West Liberty Foods introduced himself.

Mark gave the Director’s Report stating that we are gearing up for the fair.  Mark also advised that a storm that came through caused 30 wildfires with only the one in the Hogups still active.  Also, the landslide between Tremonton and Elwood is still moving and he is working with the Utah Geological Survey on this, along with the Health Department due to a retention pond being threatened.  

Mark is also working with Team Rubicon to clean up debris along Box Elder Creek above the bridge.

Kimberly Giles advised the LEPC Conference will be held in the Capitol Auditorium on October 29th, and the next SERC meeting is September 18th at 1:00 p.m. at DEQ.  She also reminded everyone that there is a lot of training available on their website at DEM.Utah.gov.

Also, on July 25th near the I-15/I-84 split a semi spilled 75 gallons of diesel mostly on the asphalt.  This has been taken care of.

Heidi also advised that she and Eric attended the Public Safety Summit and are planning on bringing in some of the presentations to the LEPC meetings.

Lanette Sorensen advised that Garland City has an infectious disease workshop and tabletop coming up, with the workshop being September 4th at 5:30 and the tabletop being October 2nd from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 pm in the Garland City Council room.  They are also planning a full scale exercise for 2020.  

Steve Batis advised there will be a Safety Fair at the fairgrounds May 9th. 

Eric Andersen advised that so far West Nile Virus is not an issue in the county.

At this time Richard Moseley from the State Fire Marshall’s Office gave a presentation on the hazmat train derailment in Juab County from this past Spring.

A motion was made by Eric Andersen and seconded by Janet Bass to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 10:20 a.m.
